FROM KLIA & KLIA 2

KLIA Express train is a
premium high-speed airport
transfer service to KLIA

and KLIA 2 from KL Sentral
that runs from 5AM to

12PM everyday. The KLIA
Express will only take 35

to 40 minutes from the city
centre to KLIA and KLIA 2
respectively. The fare for

a one way trip only costs
RM55. You will also get 25%
of normal fares if you travel if
you purchase the Group Saver
Package. Besides that, the
Airport Coach bus will cost
around RM10 and operating
hours are from 12.30 AM to
11.30 PM.

The Aero bus runs every 5
to 20 minutes all year round
from early morning until late
at night. You can hop on the
bus from KL Sentral to KLIA
or KLIA 2 and back to the
city center. The operating
hours are from 6.45AM until
6.45PM and fare starts from
RM14. It provides a 5-star
low-cost service and it offers
a discount for 10%.

Apart from that, taxis are
quite expensive if you are
traveling to the airport from
the city centre. The fare starts
from RM80 and when you
are traveling with your family,
it's around RM 200. Grab
would also cost from RM 65
and with family it's around
RM200 for 40 to 45 minutes.
Although grab is more
convenient and comfortable,
§ can be quite expensive
during peak hours.

FROM SUBANG
SKYPARK TERMINAL

SKYPARK Link trains
transport passengers from KL
Sentral to Subang Airport. It's
a limited express train service
in Kuala Lumpur. It only costs
RM10 from Subang Airport to
Kuala Lumpur city.

FROM PENANG
INTERNATIONAL
AIRPORT

Flights from Penang Airport
to Kuala Lumpur International
Airport or Subang Airport will
approximately take an hour
with a fare ranging from
RM70 to RM650.

Apart from that, using the
bus is the cheapest option to
travel to KL, with a fare that
starts from RM50 to RM60.
However, the duration for
each trip from Penang to KL
will be around 7 to 8 hours.
Driving from Penang to Kuala
Lumpur will take around 4 to
5 hours depending on traffic.

AIRPORT

Flights from Kota Kinabalu
International Airport (KKIA)
to KLIA Airport, the flight
journey approximately takes
2 hours 25 minutes and the
fare starts from RM380 to
RM1380.

Besides that, the duration of
flights from Kota Kinabalu to
Subang Airport is around 2
hours 25 minutes.

FROM LANGKAWI
INTERNATIONAL
AIRPORT

There are flights available
from Langkawi International
Airport to Kuala Lumpur
International Airport that
will take approx_lirnﬁely

1 hour 10 minutes: The
starting fare for the flights
ranges from RM160 to RM
200. Other than that, flights
traveling from Langkawi

to Subang Airport will only
take around 58 minutes to
reach the destination.

By taking a bus to Kuala
Lumpur from Langkawi, the
bus fare starts from RM118
to RM176 for each person,
including a ferry ride to the
island.

One of the fastest ways to travel from the
airport to the city center is by the express
train which takes approximately 28
minutes. However, the price for each ticket
is quite expensive.

You will also get 25% off normal fares if
you travel if you purchase the Group Saver
Package which is RM120 for 2 adults and 2
children for one way.

The express train travels between
International Airports both KLIA & KLIA 2
to KL Sentral. You may purchase the train
tickets online or head to its main station
at KL Sentral. The service provides a free
porter service at respective platforms and
also high speed WIFI on board.

@ Bus

Buses are undoubtedly the cheapest mode
of transportation to get from both the
airports to the city and vice versa. They
are relatively safe and fairly comfortable,
and made up of a fleet of 44 seated air-
conditioned coaches.

The fare for each bus journey is quite
affordable, which is from RM12 to RM15
per pax, depending on your pick-up station.
The journey duration to and from the
airport to the respective bus station may
vary. However, the standard travel time is
approximately 1 hour 15 minutes.

@ Taxi

Taxis are actually still available in
Malaysia even though they are not
commonly used these days as they are
quite costly when compared to E-hailing
services.

Hence, most locals avoid using taxis due
to their high rates and non-standardized
transportation. If passengers have no
other choice, then it is advisable to-ask_
the taxi driver beforehand if they carruse
the provided meter to get to a specific
destination in order to avoid high fares.

The fare is usually RM3 for the first 1km,
and RMO0.20 will be added to the fare for
every subsequent of 150 meters.

E- Hailing Service

E-hailing services are considered one
of the most popular transportations in
Malaysia today. The E-hailing service
is commonly used by both locals and
visitors due to its high reliability and easy
access through its user-friendly mobile
app, making it one of the fastest ways to
get to a specific destination if there is no
heavy traffic involved.

One of the best reasons to use the
E-hailing service is the fares that are fixed
and are displayed even before you make
a booking in order for you to prepare the
specific amount.

Passengers are also usually covered with
accident insurance the moment they
enter a car provided through the E-hailing
service.

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Malaysia's capital city, Kuala Lumpur, is known for its stunning skyscrapers and other
rich modern architecture that are found across the city. As we all know, Malaysia is a
culturally diverse country, hence KL city comprises various cultural places for you to
visit. Kuala Lumpur is the largest city in Malaysia, which is made up of approximately
243 square kilometres.

It is also considered as one of Southeast Asia’'s urban districts that is economically
growing as well as a rapid increase in population. It is currently the ninth most visited
city in the world.

As of 2021, Kuala Lumpur is home to roughly 2.0 million people, which is 25% of
Malaysia's total population. Kuala Lumpur's annual population change has gradually
increased by 2.2% from 2010 to 2020.

The city is situated close to the western coast of Peninsular Malaysia and also located
at the confluence of the Gombak and Klang Rivers. It is about 40 kilometres east of the
Strait of Malacca and also 300 kilometres north-west of Singapore.

This
is because KL city is where the Klang and Gombak rivers meet.

One of Malaysia's three Federal Territories, besides Putrajaya and Labuan, the Federal
Territory of Kuala Lumpur is located inside the state of Selangor's central west coast.
Throughout the years, KL has hosted various international events including sporting,
political, and cultural events, and most notably the 1998 Commonwealth Games as well
as the 2017 Sea Games.

Last but not least, the Gross Domestic Product (GDP) in Malaysia has expanded 5.0%
underpinned by stronger domestic demand during the first quarter of 2022 and is
expected to gain 320.00 USD Billion by the end of 2022. From January to March 2022, the
monthly economic performance showed better growth. The GDP performance had grown
4.3% in January 2022, risen to 5.2% and 5.4% in February and March 2022 respectively.
The current economic standing shows that the economic performance during the first
quarter of 2022 has surpassed the level of the quarter of 2019 by 5.2%, which is RM17.9
billion.

3. Istana Budaya (Cultural Palace)

theatre, traditional local music, dance
performances, international and local
operas and many more are held.

The architect of the Petronas Twin Towers
chose a post modern design to create this
iconic building. However, the glass facade
of the towers was designed to resemble
Islamic motifs, which reflects Malaysian
culture. It has the world’s tallest sky bridge
that connects the two towers on the 41st
and 42nd floor. The twin towers are not
the tallest building in Malaysia anymore
as there is another new tallest building
opening in 2023.

5. National Mosque

The national mosque, built in 1963, is
a national legacy. Its architecture is
magnificent as the architect did an amazing
job designing everyinch of the mosque both
interior and exterior. There are arabesque
patterns that are seen in the detailing
throughout the mosque which includes
the correct patterns of design proportions
of the Islamic Geometric decorations. You
could even see the ultimate design element
of modern mid-century architecture
throughout the mosque.



6. Merdeka 118 Tower

Did you know that the Merdeka 118 Tower
is the second tallest building in the world?
It is the new tallest building in Malaysia,
with a height of 678.9 metres with 118
storeys. It is called Merdeka 118 as it has
118 floors in the building. The building is
said to be opened in 2023. The design of
the building was resembled and inspired by
Tunku Abdul Rahman's outstretched hand
gesture when he was chanting ‘Merdeka!
during Malaysia’s independence day.

7. KL Tower

The KL Tower has the best panoramic view
of the city from its sky deck. They also
offer a new attraction which is The Tower
Walk 100 where you get to walk 100 feet
above the ground; there is also another
option where you can walk along a glass-
transparent platform with a crack sound
effect as you make your move.

Malaysia is a dazzling diverse country

Brace yourself as you will be culture shocked; Kuala Lumpur is multi-ethnic but largely
Islamic, with a majority of Malay Muslims living there alongside ethnic Chinese, Tamil
Indians, and a dozen indigenous communities known as ‘orang asli’. This implies
that mosques, churches and Hindu temples coexist alongside red lantern-adorned
Chinese temples. There are three major languages that are spoken in KL such as
Bahasa Malaysia, Mandarin, and Tamil.

. Pack outfits that are suitable for hot weathers

All year long, Malaysia's tropical region experiences sweltering temperatures of an
average 30°C. A pair of sneakers and flip-flops are all you actually need to bring to
deal with the heat and humidity, along with lightweight, loose-fitting cotton clothing.
Pack a hoodie or lightweight jacket as well to be prepared for Malaysians’ propensity
for maintaining the air conditioning at chilly locations, particularly in buses, trains,
and shopping malls. Prepare to bring an umbrella anywhere you go as well, because
the rain here is unexpected.

. Partying is a bit more expensive

Although there are numerous bars and clubs around KL city, you might have to
spend a lot more money than you expect to. Due to high taxation on alcohol, which
is prohibited to Muslims, Malaysia is a more costly party destination when compared
to its neighbouring countries like Thailand, Cambodia, and Vietnam. While beer is
typically only offered at Chinese-owned establishments in smaller towns, alcohol
is easily accessible in popular tourist destinations like Kuala Lumpur, George Town,
Ipoh, Melaka, and Johor Bahru. A trip to the tax-free islands of Langkawi and Tioman
is the best remedy for exorbitant drink and cigarette prices.

. Public Display of Affection is prohibited

In Malaysia generally speaking and not just in KL, public displays of affection are
discouraged. Holding hands and a quick peck on the cheek is fine, but amorous
embraces are prohibited in public. If you want to get intimate with your partner, it's
best to keep it private.

. Drug offenses can get you to the gallows

Avoid using drugs in Malaysia, where possession of 40g of cocaine, 15g of heroin or
morphine, or 200g of cannabis carries the death penalty. Possibly for carrying much
less, offenders face exceptionally harsh consequences or even jail time. If you are
caught just holding it, even if you are doing someone a favour, you will be fined as well.



Petronas Twin Towers

The Petronas Towers is a 88-storey
supertall skyscraper in Kuala Lumpur.
It is also known as KLCC Twin Towers.
They held the record for tallest structures
in the world from 1998 until 2004 as it
was surpassed by other taller buildings
in other countries.

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As we all know, Malaysia is a remarkably diversified nation with a wide range of
ethnicities, languages, and faiths. Each ethnic group’s members have mostly maintained
the cultural traditions of their forefathers. As a result, Malaysian culture accepts a wide
range of philosophies, values, and way of life.

The general culture of Malaysia is described in the following information, which leans
toward reflecting the Malay majority, but there are significant variations around the
nation from this cultural mainstream.

Kuala Lumpur is home to many different ethnic groups including three major ethnicities
which are Malay, Chinese, Indians and many other indigenous native races (including
many Borneans that are currently in Peninsular Malaysia).

The intriguing mix of cultures from the migration communities who settled and
intermarried locally has formed the culturally diverse country today.

A trip to Kuala Lumpur will not be complete without learning and understanding their
rich heritage. Therefore, we have included a section for you to read about the cultures
and traditions that they practise; it is for you to gain more knowledge on how unique
Malaysian culture is.

You are able to build respectful relationships with the Malaysians by learning as much
as you can about their native location, ethnicity, and religion beforehand. We have also
shared with you some cultural places that are in Kuala Lumpur for you to visit. There
are countless cultural places in Malaysia, specifically in KL. Hence, we have got you
covered.
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Malay culture has become a core culture in this multicultural country. Malay culture
has been strongly influenced by cultures of other areas. The Malays make up about
over a half of the population of Malaysia. According to the 2010 census, the Malay
and other Bumiputera races in Kuala Lumpur make up 45.9% of Kuala Lumpur's
population.

Malay

Because almost all of them are Muslims, this group is often referred to as “Muslim
Malay”” They rule the political sphere since they are the most numerous ethnic groups.
Their supremacy is reflected in the nation’s official language and religion (Islam). The
majority of populations, for instance, speak some level of Malay, which is officially
referred to as Bahasa Malaysia.

Besides, their cultural celebrations are Hari Raya Aidilfitri, Hari Raya Qurban, Awal
Muharam, Maulud Nabi and Nisfu Sya'aban. There are many unique customs and
traditions that the Malay community practice. One of them is eating food delicately
by using the fingers of the right hand. It is also prohibited to consume alcohol and
eat non-halal meats such as pork. Besides that, for the clothing, it is advisable for the
women to dress modestly and be fully covered.

Chinese

The Chinese Malaysians are Malaysia's second-largest ethnic community, which
makes up 22.4% of the country’s population. However, in Kuala Lumpur the Chinese
make up 43.2% of the population in Kuala Lumpur according to the 2010 census.

Most of them are descended from Southern Chinese immigrants who came to
Malaysia between the early 19th and the middle of the 20th century. After Thai
Chinese, Malaysian Chinese make up the second-largest overseas Chinese population
worldwide. They speak a variety of Chinese languages such as the Hokkien, Hainanese,
nese and Hakka. The Chinese New Year, Chap Goh Mei, Moon Cake Festivals are
the most impgytant Chinese festivals in Malaysia.

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Indian

The Indians, including smaller ethnic groups like Malayalees, Telugus, Sikhs, and
others are currently Malaysia's third-largest ethnic group after the Malays and the
Chinese. As of 2010, Indians make up 10.3% of the population in Kuala Lumpur.

The earliest migration of Indians into Malaysia was in the 19th Century which was
during the reign of the British Empire. They also speak a variety of languages such as
Tamil, Malayalam, Punjabi, Bengali, Pashto and Sinhalese.

Malaysia's most colourful festival is Deepavali where the Hindus celebrate by
drawing patterns and figures on the ground and spreading coloured rice on them.
The customs and traditions that the Indians in KL practise can be seen through their
names which consists of two parts; their given name and their father's name with ‘son
of’ or ‘daughter of".

Besides that, some of them still prefer to marry a partner of either the same class,
caste, or community even though it is not often practised in Malaysia.

Orang Asli

The Orang Asli are a diverse group of indigenous people that are considered as the
national minority in Malaysia. They are actually Peninsular Malaysia'’s first inhabitants
and can be frequently found in forested or mountainous terrain.

While outsiders frequently mistake them for being one cohesive group, there are
actually numerous separate groups and tribes, each group and tribe having their very
own language, culture, and traditional territory.

There are actually three major Orang Asli tribes in Malaysia and they are the Indigenous
Negrito ethnic group, Proto-Malay Indigenous people, and the Senoi ethnic group.
Each of these groups can be broken down into several smaller sub-ethnic groups.
Their patterns of life differ based on the locations that they live either in the forest,
riverbank, or the coastal area.

Apart from that, they have historically been marginalised in social, economic,
and cultural affairs. Like other indigenous groups, the Orang Asli work to protect
their unique culture and identity, which are entwined with their immediate natural
environment through territorial, spiritual, physical, economic, social, and cultural
linkages.
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Hari Raya Aidilfitri (Eid)

One of the prominent yet joyful festivals in Malaysia is Hari Raya Aidilfitri which is
celebrated by the Muslims. Eid marks the end of Ramadan, which is the holy month of
abstinence. On the first day of Eid, Muslims would participate in special prayers at the
mosque. The Muslims would host Open Houses for their friends and family to visit them
during this joyful celebration, and the host would prepare a feast for everyone to enjoy.

Hari Raya Haji

Hari Raya Haji, also known as Eid al-Adha is quite similar to Hari Raya Aidilfitri, but it is
different from other festivities in Malaysia. This is because the Muslims would engage
in religious practices like sacrificial-slaughtering, which is known as ‘korban’, praying,
and distributing food to the poor and needy during this traditional festival.

Chinese New Year

Chinese New Year is the most important Chinese festival in Malaysia. This grand
cultural celebration lasts for 15 days which starts from the first day of the Chinese
lunar calendar and ends on the Lantern Festival, also known as Chap Goh Meh. The
Chinese would dress up in red and give away ‘ang pow’ as well as mandarin oranges for
prosperity. Friends and family would come to attend their Open Houses and there would
be lion dance performances as well.

Mooncake Festival

Mooncake Festival or the Mid-Autumn Festival, is a celebration in Chinese culture
thanking the moon goddess for a bountiful harvest. There are colorful lanterns and
mooncakes that are the main highlight of the celebration which stands for unity within
the community. It is considered one of the most cheerful festivities celebrated across
Malaysia. This celebration usually falls in the month of September.

Wesak Day

Wesak Day is a festival that is celebrated by the Buddhist. This celebrates the Day of
the Full Moon in May. This is to commemorate the Buddha's birthday which at the same
time also represents the moment of his enlightenment. Additionally, it is a moment to
ponder his guidance and what it means to be a Buddhist. During this celebration, the
Buddhist would release doves and tortoises as a symbol of liberating the soul as well as
absolving one’s past life sins.
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Deepavali

Deepavali is one of the most prominent festivals celebrated in Malaysia. The clay lamps
that are seen lighting up homes during Deepavali are the reason it is also known as
‘the Festival of Lights'. During this celebration, houses are decked with colourful paper
lanterns and ‘kolam’, which patterns and figures on the ground that were drawn and
then coloured rice are spread on them. The main highlight of the festival is by visiting
relatives and also greetings and sweets.

Thaipusam

Thaipusam is one of the most important Tamil festivals in Malaysia as it commemorates
the victory of their Lord Muruga. The celebration is celebrated for three days and you
are able to experience the grand procession at Batu Caves. During the celebration, Lord
Muruga is carried in a silver chariot along with chanting and drums while thousands of
devotees walk their way to the temple to see his blessings. You can also find passionate
devotees carrying the ‘kavadis’ that are yoked to their body through metal spikes.

Christmas

Christmas is a well-known celebration around the world as well as in Malaysia. It is
a celebration commemorating the birth of Jesus Christ and it is one of the jolliest
festivals in Malaysia. It is considered as one of the lively celebrations during the month
of December even though Malaysia does not have the traditional ‘white Christmas’. You
are able to enjoy breathtaking Christmas decorations in every shopping mall in Malaysia.

Kaamatan Harvest Festival

The Kaamatan Harvest Festival is a native festival of the Kadazan-Dusun, which is
Sabah's largest ethnic group. This celebration is to show gratitude to the holy spirits
and be thankful for a bountiful harvest. There will be ethnic dance performances and
other activities held, including drinking local rice wines called Tapai and Lihing during
the celebration. This celebration is mainly held in Sabah state but you will also find it
celebrated among the Sabahans that are currently living in Peninsular Malaysia.

Gawai Festival

The Gawai Festival is also a harvest festival but it is celebrated by the indigenous
Dayak’s race of Sarawak. This celebration begins from the 1st of June and lasts until
the end of the month. The best place to experience this celebration in its full glory is at
a longhouse, which is the traditional Dayak home that houses 40 families under one
roof! There are traditional dances, feasts and free-flow rice wine called Tuak during the
celebration. This celebration is mainly celebrated in the Sarawak state but you can also
join Sarawakians in Peninsular Malaysia to celebrate.
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Tradifiocnal Dances Of Malaysia

The Mak Yong dance was developed by Malaysia’s Malay communities.
In the villages of Kelantan, northwest Malaysia, where the custom first
appeared, Mak Yong is primarily carried out for amusement or for ritual
™ reasons associated with healing rituals. The musical instruments used
for this dance consists of a pair of double headed barrel drums (gendang),
a three-stringed spiked fiddle (rebab), and hanging knobbed gongs
(getaway). Mak Yong is also related to shamanic healing practices that
involve song, trance dancing, and spirit possession.

Kuda Kepang

Kuda Kepang was brought by Javanese immigrants who were living
in Malaysia at the time. This dance was regarded as part of Javanese
heritage dance culture and had Islamic influences as it is also believed to
be involved in spirit possessions. This is widely known and quite famous
in Johor. The dancers will be telling a story through their movements
while dressed in traditional Javanese attire. In this dance, they use
various types of instruments such as bamboo handbells (angklung), two-
headed drum (gendang), tom drums (jidur), and so on.

Bhangra

ﬁ % In the 20th century, Bhangra was introduced by the Sikhs in Malaysia and

i it originated from the Punjab region of India. Its ancestors performed it as

5 a harvest-themed folk dance, nowadays it can be found during festivals,

weddings, and other functions. Bhangra is typically danced to boliyan,

which are brief sets of songs that recount scenes or stories from Punjab
by using the thol instrument, which is a huge drum.

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1. The Zapin danceis the most well-known Malay dance in Malaysia, especially
in Selangor, Johor and Penang. Zapin dancers were predominantly men
in the past, however, it is now common to see male and female zapin

™~ dancers perform on stage together. The musical instruments used for
these performers are the short-necked lute (gambus), double-sided hand

drum (marwas), and the violin. This dance is performed in pairs and it is
different from state to state.

Lion Dance

The lion dance is the most iconic dance in Malaysia during Chinese
New Year. This dance is performed by a pair of dancers dressed in a lion
.. costume. The most typical dance move performed by them is when the

. dancer lifts the other, which includes carrying the lion head high above
the shoulders. The lion dance is accompanied by the sound of drums
(tanggu), cymbals, as well as gongs. The lion costume comes in many
different vibrant colors as well as equipped with blinking eyes and that is
what makes the dance exciting as it moves to the beat.
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Batik Art

Batik is a very popular art that is embedded
in Malay culture. The process of producing
batik is by using vibrant wax-resist coloring
on a plain piece of fabric. The most popular
designs and patterns that are used in batik
are floral designs such as flowers and
leaves. These days, other forms of patterns
such as geometrical patterns and spirals
are incorporated to make it look more
modernized. This form of art has developed
its individuality over the years in Malaysia.

Keris

Keris, also known as Kris, is a unique and
asymmetrical dagger which is often known
to have essence or possess magical
powers whether it is good luck or the
opposite. It is thought to serve as both
a weapon and a spiritual object during
the early times. However, nowadays it
is used as an accessory for ceremonial
dresses that indicates a social status of an
individual. Unfortunately, these days Keris-
making is a dying art form in Malaysia.
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Rattan Weaving

Rattan Weaving is one of the oldest crafts
that still exists today. The raw material
is made of cane which is long, often 25
meter or longer, and rattan stalk is created
by removing the outer peel and drying it.
The bark resembles a resilient, glossy,
and flexible bark. The chilly touch that the
cane plant offers is just one of its many
advantages. It is suitable to make furniture
and it has become the most popular choice
for Malaysian homes as it suits the hot
and humid tropical climate in the country.
Some of the items that are made by rattan
weaving are baskets, tables, rocking chairs
and many more. However, there are very
few craftsmen that are still keeping this
form of craft alive today.
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Wau Bulan

The Wau Bulan, which is a moon-shaped
kite, originated from Kelantan, is the
national symbol of Malaysia. The Wau
kite has several types which vary from
different distinctive shapes and sizes as
well as different patterns on them. The
kites have vibrant floral patterns on them
and also paper tassels to make them
more attractive as they fly in the sky. It is
a form of traditional craft in the states of
Kelantan, Terengganu, Kedah and Perlis.



Islam was first introduced to Malaysia during the 10th century until the 15th century
by the Arabs and Indian traders and merchants. Then, Islam became the most widely
followed religion since the Malacca Sultanate during the 15th century. Today, around
63.5% of the Malaysian population are Muslims. Here are some of the mosques that can
be found in Kuala Lumpur.

National Mosque of Malaysia (Masjid Negara)

The National Mosque of Malaysia, built in 1963, is located in Kuala Lumpur. The mosque
is still standing firmly on its grounds and is today recognized as a significant emblem of
Malaysia, an Islamic nation. The mosque can accommodate around 15,000 people and is
surrounded by lush greenery that covers a 13-acre plot of land. The mosque’s 73-meter-
high minarets and its main concrete roof, which is shaped like a 16-pointed star, are its
greatest characteristics. The mosque’s design conveys a variety of messages such as
the image of an open umbrella served as the design inspiration for the main roof, while
the minarets were modelled after a folded umbrella.

Today, most of
the Portuguese community in Melaka live in the Portuguese
Settlement in Ujong Pasir, and also in Bandar Hilir and Praya
Land. The Portuguese language is Kristang, which is a creole
mixture of archaic Portuguese from the 16th century that are
mixed with Malay elements.

Their traditional clothing expresses the Portuguese and
Spaniards distinct heritage which are unique to the Iberian
Peninsula; it comprises berets, stocking caps, baggy shirts
and trousers for the men. For the women, they would
wear long dresses and shawls. Besides that, the cultural
celebration of the Portuguese are events that are related to
Christianity as most of them are Christians.
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Therefore, they celebrate Christmas and Easter Sunday. Apart
from that, they also celebrate Fiesta de San Joao or the Feast
of St. John as it is the evening candlelight possession from
Praya Lane’s Assumption Church to the Settlement. Fiesta de
San Pedro is also another feast celebrated to honour St. Peter,
which has been celebrated for more than four centuries.

CHITTY

The Chitty community, also known as Chetti or Chetty Mel

are descendants of Indian traders that came to Malacca in
the 14th century. Some of the traders from India married
Malay and Chinese women when they were in Melaka at that
time and settled in Melaka with their new families, hence how
the Chitty community was established.

The Chitty community maintained their Hindu religious
practice as well as embracing the local culture. Their main
language is called Chetti Creole, which consists of Malay,
Tamil and Hokkien words. Besides that, they often wear Baju
Kebaya Panjang over a Sarong and some would wear Sarees,
whereas the men would wear Cekak Musang, Kain Pelikat and
a Talpa which is a white handkerchief as their head gear.

Other than that, they celebrate a festival to honour the
ancestors twice a year called Bongi, which'is quite similar to
the Chinese. They also celebrate Marghazi or Bulan Berbunga,
which means the month of flowers, where they perform daily
prayers until the eve of Pongal.
